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“To measure up the work of contractor and to take such part thereof as shall be
' unexecuted out of his hands and to give it to another contractor to complete in which case any

expenses which may be incurred in excess of the sum which would have been paid to the original
, contractor if the whole work had been exccuted by him (of the amount of which excess certificate
in writing of the Divisional Officer shall be final and conclusive) shall be borne and paid by the
ariginal contmctor and may be deducled from any money due o him by Government under the
contract or otherwise or from his security dI;pl:rsit or the proceeds of sale thereof or a sulficicnt
part thereof, ™ The same provision of recovery of the difference amount will apply in case of
failure in complaince on part of the contractor to execute the wark or part of the work as per work
and time schedule. Dy, H.C./ the concern E.E. will have the right to decide as to which work or

which part of work item is to be put in fresh tender in case of failure in execution s the part of

the contractor,
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
